Colleagues,

The Faculty of History and Archaeology, as co-organizer of the upcoming 32nd
annual conference of the European Association of Archaeologists (EAA),
expresses its deep concern and anxiety about recent developments which, it
seems, threaten to jeopardize the success of the conference and the smooth

relations within our scientific community.

Following an overwhelming per rollam majority vote by EAA members, which,
among other things, asked for a statement condemning the war in Gaza and
voting to exclude Israeli institutions (not individuals) from the forthcoming
conference, the EAA Executive Board chose to respond by creating a Task
Force, without establishing a specific timetable and this action has caused
considerable upheaval in the archaeological community.

It goes without saying that we condemn all acts of war, especially atrocities
against civilians and damage to cultural heritage, wherever they occur and
whoever commits them. We adhere to international laws prohibiting
archaeological activities outside legal institutional frameworks or during
periods when these frameworks have been suspended, such as in times of war.
We believe that academic sanctions, such as those already decided by the EAA
Executive Board in other wartime cases, should be applied consistently and
without exception.

We urge the EAA Executive Board to ensure the smooth running of the
conference by implementing the decisions of the recent per rollam vote of its
members. This will safeguard fundamental human values, which are
particularly vital for practitioners of the Humanities disciplines.
